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The university's aim is to creatively promote the arts and sciences through
academic research and to pursue its mission to cultivate leaders for the next
generation through educational activity. Nara Women's University continues to
cultivate human resources among women through advancing and promoting
high-level research. Our university is comprised of three undergraduate
faculties — the Faculty of Letters, the Faculty of Science, and the Faculty of
Human Life and Environment — and the Graduate School of Humanities and
Sciences (master's and doctoral courses). Because we are small in scale, we
can strive for an individualized approach. We are also focused on further
advancing "Social Cooperation" activities, such as international exchanges,
as well as wide-ranging regional cooperation. By organically combining the
three areas of "Education", "Research" and "Social Cooperation", we aim to
become a base for women's higher education in the 21st century, and to
cultivate human resources to play an active, leading role in this increasingly
complex society.
